Examen parcial (35 % de la nota final): El examen parcial cubrird aproximadamente la mitad del programa. Si la nota es >=4.0, los
estudiantes no necesitaran examinarse de esta parte en el examen final.

Partial exam (35% of the final grade): The midterm exam will cover approximately half of the syllabus. If the grade is 4.0, students
will not need to be examined on this part in the final exam.

Sesiones Practicas (20 %): Evaluacion basada en el cuaderno de laboratorio, informes y/o cuestionarios entregados al finalizar cada
sesion. Es obligatoria la asistencia a un minimo del 80 % de las sesiones; en caso contrario, la calificacidn serd de 0.

Practical Sessions (20%): Assessment based on a laboratory notebook, reports, and/or questionnaires submitted at the end of each
session. Mandatory attendance of at least 80%; failure results in a score of 0.

Deliverable Exercises in Seminar Sessions (10%): These include assignments, quizzes (individual or group), self-assessment tests, and
contributions during sessions.

El Examen Final (35% de la nota final) incluird la segunda parte del programa. Los estudiantes tendrdn otra oportunidad de examinarse de la primera parte
renunciando a la nota anterior y asumiendo la nueva nota del examen final para la primera parte. La nota minima en el examen final para superar la asignatura es
de 4.0 sobre 10, independientemente de la nota de la evaluacion continua. The Final Exam (35% of the final grade) will cover the second part of the syllabus. Students
will have another opportunity to be examined on the first part by forfeiting their previous grade and accepting the new final exam grade for that part. The minimum
grade in the final exam to pass the course is 4.0 out of 10, regardless of the continuous assessment grade.
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
