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1. TOOLS AND PLATFORMS USED FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE ACTIVITIES
All the materials required to follow the course were uploaded to Aula Global, both the slides of the lectures as well as all the materials required to work in the seminars. Blackboard Collaborate was also used.
2. ADAPTATION OF TEACHING ACTIVITIES AND TIME SCHEDULE
All students had to complete a weekly assignment that consisted on 3 to 5 questions that they had to complete that had to be uploaded to Aula Global. The professor also uploaded later the solutions that were discussed by the students.
